Conventions  
FGBMFI is active in over 160 nations and 
our conventions provide a wonderful 
opportunity for fellowship and vision. These 
have been the platform for outreaches and 
the building of life long friendships. 
    
Some 100 delegates from 15 nations came 
to Benalmadena, near Malaga, Spain , for 
an anointed European FGBMFI 
Convention.   International Directors from 
the USA joined us to share vision and to 
encourage the members. A meeting of  
 

 
European Council Directors was held during 
the convention, led by John Walker, Vice 
President Europe. 
The location was on the sea front at 
Benalmadena and we were blessed with 
glorious sunny weather throughout the 
convention. 
  
The convention was very capably organised 
and co-ordinated by Bruce Wick, Natl. 
Director Spain, with the support of his wife 
Caroline and a Spanish FGBMFI team. It 
started with Dr. John Greater and Dr. John 
Caroe sharing testimony supported by 
visuals, representing Prime, a Holy Spirit 
anointed international ministry, teaching 
medical practitioners christian values for 
patient treatments. Baroness Cox, a patron 
of Prime, gave an outstanding presentation 
of personal Holy Spirit led global mercy 
missions, to help relieve oppressed peoples 
and encourage persecuted Christians. Each 
of the speakers and other Prime conference 
representatives present shared their 
commitment to Holy Spirit led evangelism 
and their desire to work with the FGBMFI to 
further global outreach.  
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Dr Peter Gammons was the main speaker at 
the FGBMFI meetings. He shared how he 
has returned to the UK to form a movement 
throughout the UK called ' Back to God ' and 
that he believes he has a call from God to 
work with FGBMFI to help bring revival 
throughout Europe. Most people present 
received ministry under the power of God's 
anointing following Dr Gammons testimony 
and ministry on the Saturday evening. It was 
very good to have Guntis Ziverts present 
representing the Baltic States and FGBMFI 
leaders from Poland among the many 
western nations represented.

During the European Council meeting God 
gave the following prophesy through Neil 
Nelles, Intl. Director USA: - 
‘… The days are drawing to a close.  The 
Spirit of Grace has turned up the agenda’s 
speed. 
The Fellowship is in the lead.  It is the tip of 
the spear.  It goes first, it leads. 
Take it seriously.  It is not a time like any 
other. It is not just another revival, another 
awakening.  It is the ‘harvest for the ages’.  
It is a time when millions of people shall 
come into the Kingdom, and the Fellowship 
is at the head.  It is the primary harvesting 
organisation in the nations! 
Take it seriously.  It is your calling.  If the 
harvest is not led by the Fellowship, much 
will be left in the field, particularly in the hard 
places.  For where the darkness is the 
greatest, the light will make it flee the 
fastest. For the light is far more noticeable, 
even at great distances, when it comes into 
great darkness.  
You are children of light,  walk in it. Use the 
power that you have been given and move 
in the power of the Spirit from nation to 
nation. 
The harvest is ready.  Work the fields.  Pray 
for labourers to come and work with you.  
For the page of history has been turned, and 
this is not like any other time.  It is ‘harvest 
time!’ -

believe this convention will be viewed as the 
turning point in the world wide work of 
FGBMFI.’

Paul Emans, EC Director Benelux nations, 
writes ‘ a few months ago I had the privilege 
to be invited to the European Parliament in 
Brussels for a ‘prayer breakfast’. Over 500  
top business leaders from all over Europe 
were present to ‘gather around the person of 
Jesus Christ and to pray for our continent’. 
The main speaker at the breakfast was Jan 
Pieter Balkenende,  the prime minister of the 
Netherlands. It was a blessing to see that 
God has some key men in high places’. 
 
Brussels (Belgium) is an important centre in 
Europe as it includes the European 
Parliament and Nato headquarters. Please 
pray for breakthroughs in the spiritual realm 
in this nation. It is no coincidence that 
Demos Shakarian felt led by God to set up 
the FGBMFI European Office in Brussels 
back in 1975. 
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Malta 
A European Convention  is being planned 
for Malta, at the end of April 2009.  Malta is 
rich in Christian history; it was here that the 
Apostle Paul was shipwrecked and stayed 
for somel months and it was also the seat of 
the knights of St. John (from the 16th 
century). 
It has a wonderful warm climate and the 
Maltese people are very friendly.  
 
We have invited the organisation Men for 
Christ (a Maltese Catholic Men's 
Fellowship), and Intl. Christian Chamber of 
Commerce (ICCC) to join us in hosting this 
convention. Members from PRIME the 
medical fellowship that worked with us in 
Spain will probably also be joining us.  
We are inviting church leaders along with 
government and business leaders.    
The speakers will be a mix of international 
plus local Maltese men.

Our National President in Malta, Godwin 
Mallia, writes ‘ a few months ago I had an 
injury in my spine and I was in bed for 2 
months (I still have hundreds of emails to 
answer). I couldn’t even walk or sit down 
and I slept for only a couple of hours a day 
because of the pain. The international 
neurosurgeon Dr. Van Verlaat (at the 
moment she is living and working in Malta ) 
could not  believe it after she saw my last 
scanner results and I told her that I didn’t 
have pain anymore. She asked me to 
explain this to her. I told her that  I serve a 
great God and  Dr. John Bonnici Mallia, one 
of our FGBMFI members in Malta, prayed 
with me. After his prayers I slept all night 
and the next morning I had no more pain. 
Praise God. 
 
A gathering of young FGBMFI men   
A UK member recently had a vision of 35 
young men under the age of 35 gathering in 
a hotel to discuss their perceptions and 
suggestions of FGBMFI, as well as the way 
forward. The question then arose: out of a 

UK membership about 1,000 were there 35 
members (under the age of 35) that qualified 
for such a meeting? 
The vision remained, so he shared it at both 
regional and national level, where he has 
gained virtually total support. 
The general consensus is that FGBMFI, 
which positively thrived throughout the 
eighties and early nineties, has somehow 
missed a generation - the consequences of 
which has left the average age of our 
members far too high. 
  
Over the past 10 years there have been 
more changes in the world than the previous 
100 years. This is due, in part, to the 
aggressive and constant growth in 
communications technology. 
  
FGBMFI in the UK has realized the result of 
failing to keep pace with 21st century 
communications, and as such it is currently 
updating the IT system, including totally 
rebuilding the website. 
  
Laptops, Blackberries, I-pods and other 
forms of rapid communication are here to 
stay and the younger generation expect 
such systems in all walks of life. 
As a consequence a ‘gathering’ is to be held 
on Saturday 12 July 2008 at The Pear Tree 
Hotel, Smite, Worcester, England starting at 
9.am and ending at 4.pm. 
A conference suite for up to 60 delegates 
has been reserved as well as overnight 
accommodation for up to 12 men wishing to 
arrive on Friday 11th.

Russia 
Roland and Traute Benz, Intl. Outreach 
Director and Miklos Molnar EC Director 
Central Europe, have recently been to the 
3rd Russian national convention in Nizhny 
Novgorod (formerly Gorki). This follows 
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earlier national conventions in Moscow and 
St Petersberg.  About 150 to 180 people 
were present at the convention including 
many young Christian business men.  We 
wish to have more contact with the brothers 
in Russia so that they feel part of what we 
are doing in Europe.  There are now 16 
working FGBMFI chapters in Russia.  
 
Reaching Arabs for Christ 
The first German/Arab chapter?  
Rad Jakob, chapter president FGBMFI 
Braunschweg, Germany, writes: on Friday 
evening we were together in Goslar (near 
Hannover) in an Egyptian restaurant and 
had a meeting from 3 pm till 6 pm. We were 
joined by Nico and Josta Aarnoudse, Natl. 
Officer, FGBMFI Netherlands. 
 
We had the Word, testimony and worship, 
and this was followed by prayer. Francis 
Iskander, the owner of the restaurant 'Drei in 
Eins' in Goslar, is a born-again Christian and 
was very happy to have us meet there. We  
prayed for him and his business, and also 
for some other people. During the meeting 
the anointing was very strong. One young 
Kurdish man fell down on the ground 
shaking during the praying of Nico 
Aarnoudse. He got up and told us he had 
felt something coming out of his chest and 
felt light in his chest. A couple from Egypt 
and a man from Lebanon became afraid 
because they had never seen the power of 
God in this way before. But all three 
responded to the call of God and received 
Jesus Christ as their saviour and were 
baptised in the Holy Ghost. Several people 
were even drunk in the Holy Ghost.  
 
We had a very good closing dinner with 
fellowship. The restaurant owner wants to 
start an FGBMFI chapter in his restaurant in 
Goslar. It will be the first joint German-
Arabic FGBMFI chapter in Europe. We hope 
this chapter can begin soon and we believe 
it will become a breakthrough for the gospel 
in this city. 
 
Saturday morning we had a Breakfast 
Meeting at our chapter in Braunschweig, 

where 60 people attended, including 7 new 
ones. Piotr Ekwinski, a Polish brother in our 
chapter, opened the meeting and greeted 
the people. Rad explained about the 
Fellowship and told how God changes 
people’s lives. He also talked about worship 
as a way to enter into the presence of God, 
and how to receive salvation, healing and 
deliverance through believing.  
 
A woman, named Erika, gave her testimony:  
In her spine a nerve was a trapped and for 
more than 30 years she had a lot of pain 
and problems with walking. She was 
unhappy and had problems in her marriage 
and with her children. Her marriage failed 
and her children left home. 
In our FGBMFI breakfast meeting she was 
prayed for by Nico and Josta and the pain 
went away and she had peace. She is very 
happy now and her children have come 
back to her. 
 
Then Nico gave his testimony how he was 
blessed financially by God by obedience in 
giving what the Lord told him. Further he 
explained the gifts of God and that faith 
comes by hearing and this by hearing the 
Word of God (Jesus).

Nico, Josta, Rad and the team prayed for 
the sick. Many were healed and delivered 
and set free. 
We give God all the Glory. 
Rad Jakob. 
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Rad and his wife Maha are from Syrian 
orthodox background; along with the work of 
the German FGBMFI chapter they also have 
Arabic Bible studies in their home. They 
have seen many Muslims come to Christ. 
Muslims who convert to Christianity face 
harsh persecution; even those living in  
Europe are not safe. 
 
The Price of Conversion 
One man paid a heavy price for rejecting 
Islam to follow Christ, and his suffering 
came from those who once loved him the 
most.       
Adam will never walk again.    
His legs bear the scars of many operations 
to repair  muscle, tendon, and bones.   
He suffered these injuries when he was 
thrown off a fourth-floor balcony at a 
shopping mall. 
It’s a miracle he survived.  
What’s more shocking is that the person 
who ordered the attack was his own mother. 
  
“I received a letter from my Mom, 
threatening me that she was going to kill me 
if I do not go back to Islam,” he said. 
Adam was born and raised a Muslim in 
Morocco.  
“I was raised in a very strict family, I was 
punished all the time when I failed to comply 
by the teachings of Islam. I remember it was 
Ramadan and I did not pray, and for that my 
Mom hit me on my nose and broke it, and it 
is still broken until now.” 
 
Taking a Second Look at Islam 
At age 20, Adam moved to Canada and met 
many Arab Christians.   
He also started watching Christian TV 
programs that challenged the teachings of 
Islam. That led him to an Internet chat room, 
called “Pal Talk.” 
  
“That's when I started to get a lot of 
information about Islam that I felt was really 
strange, and that's when I was convinced 
that this religion cannot be from God,” Adam 
explained. “How can a religion that uses 
killing and slaughter and terrorism come 
from God?”  

He took his questions to a sheik in Canada 
and received a startling answer.  
“I told him that this religion cannot be from 
God and that I thought that Bin Laden and 
Al Zawaheri are terrorists. He replied ‘no 
they are not terrorists, they are the real 
Muslims.’ That's when I decided to leave 
Islam.” 
 
Adam discovered the Bible and Jesus 
Christ. 
 “I finally felt like I found what I have been 
looking for all my life. I found a loving God, 
who died for me on the cross. I dedicated 
my time to study the Bible and pray and 
that's how I found my way to Jesus Christ.” 
In most cases, that would be the happy 
ending of the story, but for this Muslim 
turned Christian, it was the beginning of 
many trials. 
  
His wife of six years left him and his family 
began a campaign to force him to return to 
Islam. 
They even had him arrested when he went 
to Morocco for a visit.  

“I was tortured every day. They used to 
hang me upside down and beat me up. After 
21 days my Mom came and asked me if I 
had changed my mind, I said that I would 
never forsake Christ” 
But the most vicious attack came after 
Adam returned to Canada. 
A young Moroccan man, who said he was 
new in town, asked Adam to take him to a 
shopping mall downtown so he could meet 
his cousin. 
At the mall Adam shared his Christian faith 
with the two men.  
As he was preaching the Gospel, they 
pushed him off a balcony and he plunged 
four-stories to the hard floor below.   
He didn't wake up for 15 days and has  
spent  seven months in hospital.  
Doctors say he'll be confined to a wheelchair 
for life. 
 
Joy Amidst Trials  
But Adam is not angry with the men who 
attacked him or his family.  
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“Even with all the pain, hurt and suffering I 
still rejoice because I know that I'm believing 
in the real God,” he said. 
“What hurts most is knowing that my Mom 
and my whole family believe in the wrong 
God. I always pray to God and ask Him to 
bring them to Him and that's the only thing 
that will heal my wounds.” 
And even from his hospital bed Adam is 
ministering to Muslims        
 
He has a special message for former 
Muslims now following Jesus Christ. 
 “Jesus did not promise us virgins and he 
did not promise us rivers of wine. Instead he 
said ‘in the world you will have tribulations 
but be of good cheer, I have overcome the 
world’. Also ‘in the presence of God is 
fullness of joy’.  Believe me I felt the hand of 
God working through all the troubles I went 
through. I was denied by parents, friends 
and country, but with Christ all things are 
better.”

‘Our goal is to have chapters all over 
Pakistan’,  writes Douglas Raine, Intl. 
Outreach Director USA. ‘ One of our chapter 
members is in Pakistan assessing 
damage from an attack by Al Qaeda on one 
of the boys camps. These are young men 
who will begin the work and strengthen 
FGBMFI in Pakistan and surrounding 
nations.  
Roland Benz, Intl. Outreach Director 
Germany, writes,’ we now have a national 

FGBMFI contact in Lahore, named Rehan 
Rafique. I have also been approached by 
other Christian organisations in Pakistan 
about starting FGBMFI chapters. Please 
pray for this nation of 169 million people; the 
Christians here are on the ‘front line’ against 
Islam. 
Together with Komo Antakon, who is 
'overseeing' the area as Intl. Vice President 
Asia, we met Rehan for the first time some 
2 years ago at an Asian FGBMFI 
Convention in Bandung, Indonesia.  
It is important that we join together all 
FGBMFI activities in Pakistan and get 
individuals in the nation to 'network' with 
each other, having also surrounding nations 
involved’.  
 
Douglas Raine has recently been back to 
Armenia sharing the vision of Market Place 
ministries. We hope to have a report in our 
next Newsletter.  
 
 
New Delhi chapter, India 
The fourth meeting of the FGBMFI, New 
Delhi Chapter was held at New Delhi YMCA, 
Conference Centre on March 1, 2008 at 7 
pm. Around 35 people attended the 
meeting. The meeting started with a word of 
prayer and welcome to the members and 
guests by Mr. Joy S. Singh. Mr. Amit 
Manwar led the praise and worship. 
 
God provided several testimonies which not 
only inspired the people but also 
transformed the lives of many. Though our 
growth had been slow, it is steady and we 
feel that we are going in the right direction. 
 
Mr. Ajai Narang, a trained engineer, and a 
former member of a fundamentalist Hindu 
organisation and from a staunch Hindu 
family, shared his testimony about how the 
Holy Spirit touched him and saved his life. 
Ajai shared that though he was very 
religious, visiting temples and performing  
rituals, he was never at peace. Always he 
had a unknown fear and lack of confidence. 
He used to accompany his mother to 
Christian prayer groups at the Delhi YMCA, 
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but never went inside the prayer hall and 
used to wait outside to take her back home. 
One evening the Holy Spirit guided him and 
he also went in the meeting hall along with 
his mother. There the Lord Almighty touched 
his heart and that urged him to know more 
about the living Lord and ultimately saved 
Ajai’s life. Today he travels around and 
preaches the Word of God and shares his 
experiences. 
 
Mercy Rao, a young lady born and brought 
up in a Christian family was exposed to the 
love of God at the age of 8 years. She 
realised that she had committed so many 
sins, like stealing money from her parents, 
telling lies, cheating in class etc. that she 
asked God for forgiveness. This changed 
her life but as the time passed she deviated 
away from God and got busy in making her 
career. One day as she was disturbed, the 
Holy Spirit touched her through the scripture 
“all you heavy laden people come to me and 
I will give you  rest”. She completely 
surrendered her life to God and was 
transformed into a new human being. The 
Lord spoke to her and commanded her to go 
to war-torn Afghanistan where there is no 
Church and no freedom to preach the Word 
of God. The Lord is now using her there in a 
dangerous situation, to share the love of 
God and help the poor and needy. She is 
working with the orphans and widows, 
showing them the way to light, life and hope.  
 
Mr. Jasbeer Singh, is a young Sikh whose 
life was touched by the Lord Jesus Christ 
through a miracle.  He is a machine operator 
and was living a useless life and was having 
terrible stomach problems which were 
incurable. He never got a peaceful night’s 
sleep and his life was in a mess. He did his  
best, visiting the shrines, temples and gurus 
but got no relief. However God touched him 
through a servant of the Lord, a sister, who 
prayed for him. He was released from all the 
bondages through the power of the Holy 
Spirit. His mother who was a cancer patient  
also got healed. His brother-in-law Jaswant 
Singh who was sick and had to take  painful 

injections all his life was healed and saved 
by Jesus. 
 
Brother Jasbeer is illiterate but the power of 
the Lord taught him to read. Both he and 
Jaswant are in God’s ministry and preaching 
the Good News to Sikh families in India and 
abroad. They meet regularly with 45 people 
who used to be Sikhs. 
How blessed are those who can see God’s 
Love and Jesus’ grace in their lives and 
follow the commandments and commission 
He has given to His disciples.

To reach some villages, a group of 
our workers had to walk up to 8 hours uphill 
in rough terrain where their cars could not 
go.
